Scope and Process

Pursuant to a random lottery, your district was chosen for post-election review. By analyzing
committees’ documentation and records, Commission staff is able to identify common problems,
discern areas of confusion, improve our training and outreach materials, and recommend
legislative changes, if applicable.

Each committee is reviewed to determine that that campaign receipts were spent to promote the
campaign of the candidate who established the committee. Contributions to participating
candidates were reviewed at the time of the grant application and unless otherwise specified, any
findings regarding receipts by the committee reflect information gathered then.

Results

A draft audit report with some missing items was sent to the committee on September 22, 2025.
The committee provided most of the requested information and these issues have been resolved.
For item in Exhibit B1, committee responded as, “As to i360, your letter requests a contract with
i360. However, i360 offers a subscription product that we utilize for the purpose of sending text
messages. We purchased a product (essentially a web-based subscription service program that
we were able to utilize on our own to send messages). We did not enter into a service agreement
as our understanding was that we were purchasing the subscription product and operating it on
our own. At the time of creating our account, we did have to agree to terms on the website, and
here is a link to those terms, which relate everything back to an invoice to the extent this is
helpful for your review” Commission recommendation to the committee: “Written agreements
for campaign services provide important protections for treasurers and must be utilized. In the
future, make certain that you maintain records reflecting what exactly you agreed to pay for and
the amount you agreed to pay. You must also maintain copies of documentation such as invoices
which adequately reflect the amount of work that was performed.

At application, each contribution was reviewed in order to determine if it met the two-part
threshold for qualifying contribution. This committee raised a total of $7,490.00 and 192
contributions. Of this amount, at least $5,800 and 150 were determined to meet the thresholds for
qualifying for a CEP grant.
